Through these controls, you can use the 
standard Microsoft Internet Explorer web browser to access 
Emerson’s ControlWave products through a set of supplied 
HTML web pages. 

WebBSI technology allows access to the data through 
Internet, Intranet, dedicated networks and direct local 
connections. 

WebBSI contains a standard set of pre-configured web 
pages for instant access to on-line data. However, using 
standard off-the-shelf products such as Microsoft 
FrontPage, VB and other .html editors, you can easily create 
custom technician and HMI displays specific to your 
company and application.

 Security Sign-on – Allows device selection and sign-on
